H.LLR.H. Prince Henri de Vigo Aleramico Paleologo
Constantine III, Heir to the throne of Byzantium, head
of the Paleologue Dynasty, Grand Master of Order of St.
John, Order of St. Jorge, Order of the Cross of Constanti-
nople, Order of The Star of Asia of Imperial Byzantium,
was born in Milan, Italy. During the Second World War
he served his country valiantly, receiving the nomination
of Honorary Military Officer and distinguished himself
through his courage and brilliant strategy. As a loyal sup-
porter of the royal family, Prince Henri has supported
H.LLR.H. Umberto II to take place of the throne in May
1946 and was appointed as Commander of a military
unit, headquartered in Milan, for the purpose of sup-
porting Monarchy.

Since then Prince Henri III has
traveled widely and taken up residence in many ports of
the world, including Morocco (Tangier), Germany (Mu-
nich), Spain (Madrid), Portugal (Lisbon), United States
(New York), Great Britain (London) and France (Cannes),
where he has his principal residence.

Being a keen student of economics, politics and
literature, Prince Henri III gives most of his time as a
patron of cultural and scientific achievements. His House
has founded, among others, the “Paleologus Award”
which is conferred each year, during the International
Congress of the Keratorefractive Society of the United
States, to the best researcher in the field of the ophthal-
mology. One of the first to receive this award was the
famous Dr. Fjodorov, who was the first to use the laser
beam to eliminate the myopia. The Imperial Byzantine
Award is conferred annually on those people who have
distinguished themselves in the field of philanthropy and
humanitarian aid. Prince Henri III and his Dynastic Or-
ders are also noted for the support given to the American
Cancer Society, the International Red Cross (he is one of
very few people who have been given the highest decora-
tion of this worthy Institution, the Medal of the Founder
Henri Dunant), the Institute of St. Anthony of Padua, the
Missionary Fathers Saveriani, the Charitable Work of
the Orthodox, the Nuns of Mother Teresa of Calcuta, and
many other Orphanages, Hospitals and Institutes which
have been given aid of all kinds, including numerous
ambulances for transporting patients. Prince Henri 111 has
also founded the “International Academy of Scientific
and Artistic Research” with centers in Paris, Brussels
and New York, the “International Jurisdiction of Tangier
(Morocco), the “Cross Legion”, the first aid in natural di-
sasters, the “Gold Cross,” for Medical Aid. His work has
been recognized and appreciated throughout the whole
world and many States.

H.I.R.H Prince Henri de Vigo Aleramico Paleologo
is the orthodox Heir to the throne of Byzantium and a
fons honourum with the legal power to confer and con-
firm titles of nobility, fully valid in international law.
The royal title is equivalent to queen of UK and queen of
Nederland. This legal power has been reconfirmed sever-
al times by courts of law in different European countries.

The Prince’s ancestors have had their imperial heri-
tage recognized the centuries by Popes, Kings and Em-
perors; the Prince himself has been formally recognized
by various states and organizations, for example: the City
of Miami, Florida proclaim May 26, 2002 as “PRINCE
HENRI III & PRINCESS FRANCOISE DAY”.

His Highness Prince Henri has made a lot of con-
tributions to rebuild the Royal House of Byzantium and
also a lot of contributions for many international charity
groups. On Nov. 17th, 2002, when His Highness Prince
Henri led Order of Byzantium and Lady Sara Kuo visit-
ing Maltese President H.E. Guido de Marco, H.E. Guido
de Marco personally invited Byzantium to set up a cul-
tural Fort.

In August 1996, at the celebration party for
the presidential inauguration of Dominican Rep.
H.E. Leone Fernandez, the vice president of Re-
public of Honduras Mrs. Guadalupe Jerezano
Mejia met Lady Sara Kuo, and personally invited
Lady Sara Kuo to visit Honduras. As arranged, she
visited Honduras in March 19~21, 1997. As soon
as Lady Sara Kuo arrived at Honduras airport, she
was accepted as a state guest thoroughly. One thing
worth mentioned: Mrs. Guadalupe Jerezano Mejia,
in the name of acting president, held a grand wel-
come party in honor of Lady Sara Kuo at the presi-
dent office. Participants in the party included vice
president, ministers, senators, and leaders of enter-
prises. From the next day, they jointly took tours
to several scenic spots by presidential helicopter.
As a civil, Lady Sara Kuo will not forget such an
honor and the deep friendship built in this visit.
During the visit, Lady Sara Kuo was entrusted by
Chunghwa Telecom to introduce the said company
and express their intention of investment and co-
operation in Honduras. The acting president called
their Minister of Transportation and the chairman
of telecommunication company for a meeting
with Lady Sara Kuo. after the meeting, the acting
president Mrs. Guadalupe Mejia personally wrote
two letters to our Minister of Transportation and
Communications, Mr. Tsay, Chao-Yang, and the
Chairman of Chunghwa Telecom, Mr. Steven Y.
Chen, to thank because of Sara. The letters were
conveyed by Lady Sara Kuo.

(Note: The vice president of Republic of
Honduras, Mrs. Guadalupe Jerezano Mejia was the
chairwoman of World Woman Summit Meeting
held in Beijing at the end of 1996. after retirement,
she acts as Chairwoman of Congress Union for
Central & South American Areas).

In March 2000, Lady Sara Kuo was invested
the title of “Dame of Grace” in Miami by H.I.R.H.
Prince Henri Constantine Paleologo, in recognition
of her kind effort and great concern made for the
education of the children in poor for Latin Ameri-
can area. And Lady Sara Kuo’s enthusiastic service
and contribution to her own country and foreign
countries is also deeply impressed by Prince Henri.
In October of the same year, Prince Henri person-
ally conferred the appointment to Lady Sara Kuo
the title of “the Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary
to China”. In May 2001, to enlarge the scope, Lady
Sara Kuo was again appointed as “the Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary to Asian area,
except Japan” (The former Indonesian first Lady
Dewi Sukarno is the ambassador to Japan). Lady
Sara Kuo is also appointed by Prince Henri as the
Grand Chancellor of “The Imperial Byzantine
Order of The Star of Asia” to promote the public
charities in Asian countries and handle matters re-
lating to the medal and nobility conferment to peo-
ple who have outstanding contributions to charities
in Asia. Being awarded this honorable conferment
and appointment, Lady Sara Kuo feels that her
mission to serve weak group and international so-
ciety is getting more important than before.

In October 2001, Lady Sara Kuo, honored

with Ambassador, held the investiture ceremony
and charity party for the first time in the Pacific
Asia area in Hong Kong and also for celebrating
China’s success to win the host of Olympic games.
Three people were invested Sirs, including the
famous international movie star, Jackie Chan. The
event had been praised by large circles in Hong
Kong. In May 26, 2002, with the subject of devel-
oping world peace and religious combination, the
magnificent investiture ceremony and charity party
was held for the first time in Taiwan with the pres-
ence of around one thousand people. Nine people
were invested Knights & Dame, including Vener-
able master Hsing Yun, the leader of Buddhism,
and Mr. Wu Tung-Hsien, a famous entrepreneur of
Chin-Guang Group.
